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In what ways do you struggle with humility specifically in connection with
prayer? We know we all struggle with pride—but how does pride interfere
with your prayer life?

Do you find the conversational (talking with/to God) or contemplative
(being silent before/with God) kind of prayer to be more challenging? Why
do you think this is for you?

“If God were to do everything | prayed for someone else’s life, how would
their life be different?” How does that question challenge your typical
prayer requests?

What impact does it have on our spiritual growth when we stay stuck in the
rut of sin—ask forgiveness—sin—ask forgiveness? How can we practically
get off the hamster wheel?

Have you seen times where someone forgets the important clarification we
mentioned regarding this verse? What kind of negative results or
misunderstandings come about?

What steps are you willing to take to increase corporate prayer at Antrim?

Start within your own group. Together in Christ humble yourselves, pray,
seek His face, turn from wickedness... and see what God will do.
